The House of the Blacksmith

It was a cloudy day as the 11 Ferrari’s, a Corvette, and even a K-Car ventured their way up north

along the 101’s beautiful California Coast to Santa Barbara. Their destination: Casa del
Herrero, home of a family who built their residence just outside of Santa Barbara in the
mid 1920’s.

As the Ferraris arrived towards their destination, parking was noticed to be difficult as the
members were trying to fit their cars into the limited 10-car parking lot. Nevertheless, it did
not stop them from enjoying the day ahead of them, nor did it prevent the local neighbors
from touring the cars themselves.

Home of an influential, hard-working family in 1925, the house was built to represent one
of California’s distinctive designs of Spanish Mediterranean art and landscape. Now,
becoming a historical monument and open to the public, the house became a symbol of

a prosperous hard working family in a time of a great economic boom, creating a residence
that adapted to the local customs and traditions of California and the West.

The garden
itself was a masterpiece, ranging from several species of trees and agriculture, including
several ironwork pieces of art, only made by the work of a resourceful architect. The house
was elegant, and included numerous furniture pieces, which the family had collected over
the years to convert the simple house into an elegant home. The group was also privileged
to view the shop where George Fox Steedman, the Blacksmith, worked to create the stylish
pieces that went into the garden and parts of the house. The tour was an awe-inspiring
experience to all the visitors who came that day, and giving the members a deep apprecia-
tion for the historical treasures, which California has to offer.



Afterwards, our group drove into beautiful Santa Barbara for a lunch at Stella
Mare’s, placing a little of the town’s finest French Cuisine into their Spanish
Mediterranean morning.
