Ferrari was the featured marque at the 1994 and 2004 Monterey Historic Races, i.e. every ten years,
making it logical to assume that Ferrari would be featured at the 2014 Rolex Monterey Motorsports
Reunion.

| had two way radios for the both of us which made the trip that much more enjoyable.
We arrived in Virginia City and checked into the host hotel, “The Silverland,” which had
nice accommodations.

The first evening started with registration and tech inspection, then all were on their own for
dinner that night.

My day ended at two o’clock and | headed back to the hotel to get ready for the awards
banquet that is one fun, loud, exciting event. The Pacific Region goes out of their way to
make this a night to remember. Awards are given out for everything: the slowest car, the
one who made the biggest blunder, etc., and of course who won in their class that included
newer Ferraris: 308s, 360s, 430s, 458s, Mustangs of all vintages, Corvettes, Sunbeams, etc.

I am honored to share that | represented our club well. | took first place in the F430 class
coming in with a time of 3.48 minutes.

are often win prizes in Concours, and lately they have been breaking records on the auction
scene. Winning a prize or watching values climb will surely put a smile on the face of a vin-
tage Ferrari owner, but there is another activity that is also very rewarding. What | am think-
ing about here is the opportunity to drive these automotive treasures at speed through
hidden back roads with a group of like-minded Ferrari driving enthusiasts. This was the idea
behind Il Tour Classico, a driving event aimed at cars that were conceived and built during
the period when Enzo Ferrari’s personal influence dominated the design of the road cars.
